Planning applications upon which FPC which been consulted by WBC:

Members of the public commented that the proposal is not unlike the changes made to
other properties in Beechfield Lane. There was no objection from the immediate
neighbours. Whilst there was some discussion about the logistics of getting materials to
the site, it was agreed that this could be handled with good communications.

FPC unanimously agreed that they had no objection to this application subject to a
lighting plan being submitted and commenting upon the need for material deliveries to the
site, during construction, taking place after school drop off, and with good communication
with other Beechfield Lane residents.
